By signing this contract you are agreeing to be a part of this team.  This means that you agree to attend all team functions such as practices, meetings, games, and any other activities that relate to this team. I do understand that circumstances will arise every-now-and-then that conflict with team activities such as: doctor’s appointments, and family emergencies.  However excuses such as having a headache, hanging out with friends, being tired, “didn’t know,” etc. are NEVER acceptable circumstances for letting down your teammates. It is up to Coach May to determine what is and what is not a valid reason for missing a team activity. If an acceptable circumstance arises, it is your responsibility to contact Coach May before you miss the activity. IT IS NEVER ACCEPTABLE TO MISS AN ACTIVITY WITHOUT LETTING ME KNOW FIRST!   


My coaching philosophy is simple: “Team First!” Because of this, I have created a simple set of consequences that will help ensure that each player on this team remains dedicated to this idea.  If it becomes obvious that a player is letting down his teammates by not following the rules described above, the following system will take affect:
3 strikes- You’re out! Policy
 Unexcused #1 = Strike 1—Conditioning consequence determined by Coach May


 Unexcused #2 = Strike 2—One Game suspension/still practice
             Unexcused #3 = Strike 3—You’re Out!—No longer a team member
